The extent of the mode differences 
varies across questions; while there are negligible differences on some questions, others have 
more pronounced differences. Caution should be taken when evaluating online and phone 
estimates. 

• Since 2020, the Italy survey has been conducted by telephone; surveys were conducted face-
to-face in 2002 and 2007-2019. 
 

• In 2021, the Greece survey was conducted by telephone; all prior surveys in Greece were 
conducted face-to-face. 

• Questions that ask about the coronavirus use the most commonly used phrase in each public. 
In Australia, Canada, New Zealand and Taiwan, the question asked about the “COVID-19 
outbreak.” In Greece, “coronavirus pandemic.” In Japan, “novel coronavirus outbreak.” In 
South Korea, “Corona19 outbreak.” All other survey publics used the term “coronavirus 
outbreak.” 

 
• Throughout the survey, all questions about China were asked as “mainland China” in 

Taiwan.
